  Last month 7 of Union’s stray cats were taken to Hearts United for Animals Clinic in Auburn, NEfor medical care using the proceeds from this summer’s Groom-a-thon fundraiser.  All cats weretested for contagious disease, and it was revealed that many of the cats were suffering fromFeline Leukemia and Feline AIDS.  Both of these diseases are extremely contagious and easilyspread throughout the rest of the cat population.  Additionally, the cats who contract the diseasesuffer from pain and a multitude of symptoms.  Unfortunately, 3 out of the 7 cats had to beeuthanized as a result of the diseases.  In order to prevent the spread of these deadly diseases and control the stray pet population,local volunteers will continue trapping cats to receive testing, vaccinations, and sterilization. The dates scheduled for the rest of the year are December 9th and December 30th.  If you areinterested in helping trap the cats, donating money to treat more cats, or adopting a cat after itreceives medical attention, please call Mindy @ 402-890-8287 or email editor@unionnebraska.com.
